If you need the code, please contact the parish 
office or email Jennifer Campbell at jcampbell@ucx.ucr.edu  After 
you enter the enrollment code (specific to St. Frances), you can 
complete the registration and then place an online order. 
Some products are 'reload' which means you can add money to an 

existing card. Cards cannot be mailed to you 
from Scrip.  You must pick them up on our Scrip 
weekends and pay at that time. There is a $200 
maximum for ordering cards online.
